Your task is to work first at refining the conceptual stuff of your paper (e.g. How effectively you pose and address a question, how relevant the details you talk about are to your thesis).  Then when all is said and done, you are ready to fine tune the surface details (i.e. spelling, grammar, etc)

· What strategies could you use to apply the feedback.  

** For example, if feedback asked you to make thesis more visible through out paper, then different ways to make it visible might include:  (i) Adding explanations to each new idea that make the connection to the thesis explicit.  (ii) Adding to your introduction the different ways you are going to explore the thesis AND making it clear WHY you are focusing on these areas.  Or (iii)  using the conclusion to let the reader know why all the things you talked about are relevant to the thesis.)
