Asset Mapping

How People Learn – Wednesday March 30, 2005

Goal

· To get people into learning groups (2-4 people)

· Learning groups that meet people’s interests

· Groups in which they will collaborate to learn.

5 minutes
Students write on paper 
what they’d be interested in learning & on another piece what they’d be interested in teaching.

On your paper with a box around it, write down the general topic area you are interested in. e.g. I want to learn how to play the guitar better.  MUSIC


As you post the paper on the walls sort the paper by the basic categories that you have identified.  E.g. all music related ones in same area.


We are making a carpool board.  So people who are interested in going to roughly the same neighborhoods can coordinate their trips.

Put name, idea & wish/skill on sticker on chest.  

10 minutes 
Read posters Mill around… talk to each other about general ideas


Write your name on poster paper to show your interest in learning this subject.

15 minutes
Check in with first choice

Talk to each other about what you’d like to learn.  


Share why you’re interested in it


Imagine some ideas you have about how you might learn it


Talk about when you’d be available to meet. (3 hours learning, 1 hour seminar)

Repeat for 15 minutes with second choice

HOMEWORK:  By Wednesday morning each group needs to submit

(i) a brief description for what you plan to learn

(ii) names and contact information for each group member

(iii) agreed upon schedule of when you plan to meet

NEXT WEEK IN CLASS: On Wednesday your group will work together to develop a plan for: 

(i) how you’ll meet your goals, 
(ii) a strategy for seeing what you are learning, and
(iii) a group covenant to support your collaborative work.
