Seminar week two – what we did

Monday April 4, 2005

Goal:  

1. What’s Kegan’s argument seem to be. 

2. Gather questions for rest of book & reveal important concepts.

3. Begin a seminar discussion on Kegan.

4. Acknowledge difficulty of text & work together to support each other in making meaning out of it that feels relevant and useful.

1. Warm up by sharing maps and comparing what you thought his argument was about.  Similarities?  Differences?   Don’t be easily convinced (.  Share evidence for your hunch on what the book is about.


2. Put a bone pile of possible arguments/goals/focuses of the book on the board.


3. 5 minutes reflection on what the book title and bone pile bring to mind.

4. Decide on a question that feels important & you’d have energy to discuss – put it on the board?  Be prepared to explain why it seems relevant/important to the text & why it’s interesting to your group.
