Type your answers to the following questions for your proposal. Your proposal may be a numbered list of answers or a coherent narrative response that covers each question. (parenthetically identify each question).
1. What historical event or event in an historical person's life is the focus of your project?

2. What historical questions are you posing and/or answering?

LIST 5 possible questions, all of which may be somewhat involved in your work…

For instance: “Why did Siegfried Sassoon return to the front?”
3. Who are the "real" people in your project?

4. Whom have you created for your project and why have you created them (what is their function in the story?)?

5. What form do you plan to employ to tell the story (include point of view, genre, tone)?

6.  What are the challenges and advantages of using those aspects of form to tell your particular story?

7. What is the general setting for your project (the place: late 19th century France) and in what specific settings will much of the action occur (the House at Pooh Corner)?

8. What do you want your reader’s experience of the piece to be; how should they feel about it, what mood will it put them in? (Is it mysterious, exciting, funny, surreal, or ominous, etc.?)

9. What are the conflicts?

10. Describe the climax of your project in 1 or 2 paragraphs.

11. What are the character arcs? If there are no character arcs, describe the aspects of your work that show change, development, or progression?

12. Write the blurb to be found on the back jacket of your project in its published form.

13. What useful research have you already done and what further research do you need to do?

14. What's left?  What haven't you resolved yet? 
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
