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I. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

From the MIT catalogue, 2004-06:


Each of us has a picture of what it means to be a teacher and a student. What we experienced as students, however, increasingly does not represent the school experiences of many children. Approximately 20% of people in the United States under the age of 18 live in poverty. The National Coalition of Advocates for Students Report estimated that in 2001 between 70-96% of students enrolled in the 15 largest US school systems would belong to minority groups; in many of these schools the English-as-a-second-language (ESL) student will be the norm, not the exception. According to Jim Cummins, bilingual expert, these children and youth should expect that their teachers will ensure that “schooling amplifies rather than silences their power of self expression.”

Few public schools, however, provide training for their staff about the culture of poverty. Bilingual education and ESL training for teachers is rare, despite recent studies showing children are much more likely to succeed in school in English, if first they become literate in their primary language. The other most important variable for minority language students’ success is the application of appropriate teaching and learning strategies in the classroom.

Children and youth who are monolingual English should also expect that their teachers and schools will support them in learning another language. But our public school system continues to reflect an historical bias toward a monolingual and monocultural society. Regardless of ethnicity, today’s students can expect to live in a society of diverse languages and cultures, where they need to engage in creative problem-solving, utilize technological skills, collaborate effectively with coworkers, and actively seek information and resources. Given these emerging realities, we invite people into this program who are eager to participate in a social transformation that can empower their students to create and prosper in a multilingual, multicultural society. We want prospective teachers willing to challenge and question the existing structures of schooling in order to create learning environments based on the needs of all.  This program investigates education from the perspective of (a) social transformation leading to social justice in K-12 classrooms; (b) the value of language and culture; and (c) empowerment as a “collaborative creation of power.”

Questions that we will examine include:

· What are the implications of the State of Washington’s Educational Reform and the federal legislation " No Child Left Behind" for our students and for us? 

· How will performance-based education affect our teaching? How can understanding social justice help us to help our students? 

· How are bilingualism and the traditional literacies of reading, writing, and quantitative reasoning related to personal, economic, and political oppression and power?

· How are questions of democracy and social transformation that lead to social justice related to our work as teachers and learners in an increasingly diverse context?

· How can teachers respond to and work with family and cultural belief systems that shape children’s lives when those belief systems may or may not be the same as our own? In other words, how can teachers who are socialized to accept the values of the dominant culture learn to educate children and youth without ignoring, denying, or rejecting their cultural and language heritages?

· How can we as teachers find the courage to address our own biases to better serve the diverse students with whom we will work?

III.  REQUIREMENTS AND ASSIGNMENTS

1.  Meeting expectations of the MIT program covenant

2. Attendance & Participation

As a prospective teacher, habits of punctuality and completion of assignments on time are critical for your success in your career.  Students are expected to attend and participate in all program activities, arrive on time and leave when class ends.  If a student must be absent due to a valid reason, he/she will need to negotiate the absence by contacting his/her seminar faculty in advance of the absence.  Every absence will require make-up work and unexcused absences may result in loss of credit.  If you have a legitimate excuse, you still must e-mail your completed assignment to your seminar faculty as Word attachment by the due date & time.

3.  Autobiographical Research into the Formation of Your Teacher Identity


Throughout the program you will be given written prompts in order to investigate the social construction or formation of your teacher identity based on your own life experiences.  These assignments are to be double-spaced typed and submitted to your seminar faculty. 

Due:

· Thursday, Sept. 30, autobiographical/teacher identity entry #1 – focus on family & early schooling history

· Friday, Oct. 15, autobiographical/teacher identity entry #2 – focus on “Whose Voices get Heard?”: early & adult language acquisition and experiences, including “school,” “work,” and informal language experiences

· Thursday, Nov. 18, autobiographical/teacher identity entry #3 – focus on specific information about your racial and ethnic identity formation

· Wednesday, Dec. 8, by 3:00 p.m., reflection as a future teacher on your learning thus far through your autobiographical research on your teacher identity formation – e-mail as Word attachment to your seminar faculty

4. Seminar Preparation Papers

For each scheduled seminar on an assigned reading (except Tuesday of Week 1), you are required to arrive to seminar with (a) your copy of the assigned reading, having read the entire assigned reading and (b) a 2-page, single-spaced, typed & stapled response.  The paper’s primary purpose  is to help you be prepared to raise ideas and stimulate seminar discussion.  Because these are not formal papers, they can be in the form of notes with quotes, page numbers, and your accompanying commentary based on your understanding of the reading. 

Use the following criteria to determine if your paper is complete:

(1)  Use of specific page numbers so that your seminar members and faculty can access the pages from where your information/concept was drawn.

(2)  An accompanying comment for each item of referenced information/concept that explains why it is significant in relation to program themes and/or your overall understanding of the author’s intent.

The following are suggested ways to think about the assigned reading.  You may ask yourself how the concepts in the assigned reading

· Made me think differently about…

· Raised new questions for me, such as…

· Reinforced my perspective on…

· Changed my perspective on…

· Challenged my identity as a teacher by…

Your paper should capture your thoughts about several particular ideas, concepts, or issues presented in the text that warrant further discussion during the seminar.  The paper is text-centered and not about your likes/dislikes of the author’s ideas or style of writing.
One copy of your seminar preparation paper is given to your seminar faculty; keep one copy for your portfolio.

Exceptions to the written preparation paper format:

1.  For the text “The Having of Wonderful Ideas” and Other Essays on Teaching and Learning (Friday, Week 5), you are expected to bring to seminar a visual representation as response to reading along with 1 typed paragraph conceptual explanation. A visual response helps to develop your visual language; like the written response it promotes seminar discussion.  Visual responses elucidate themes, structure, and the individual meaning you bring to the readings. They can also ask/answer a key question from the book.  Some guidelines for this form of response include: (1) take visual and written notes as you read, (2) brainstorm ideas for your response, (3) make a series of 3-5 idea sketches, and (4) complete the final visual response and bring it to seminar.  Some possibilities for the visual response are: (a) a painting to illustrate a mental picture, (b) a drawing to capture a conceptual theme, (c) a photo collage or mixed media work, (d) a sculpture or altar to represent ideas, (e) a cartoon strip of events, (f) a diagram to illustrate a structural idea, (g) a time sequence triptych to illustrate a change in your perspective after reading the book, (h) an abstract image to capture the tone of the book.  Be creative and take artistic risk in this assignment; do not present a quick sketch.  You will need to spend as much time or more preparing this response as you would in preparing a written response.  You must bring your visual responses to the seminar and be prepared to discuss its conceptual base.  During seminar your art piece will be digitally photographed for inclusion in your portfolio and on possibly on your web page.

2.  When responding to Addressing the Achievement Gap (Tuesday, Week 9), you will create a chart on teaching practices that can narrow the achievement gap and widen the achievement gap.  You will be completing a seminar preparation paper for that same day on the monograph Call to Action and can also draw from that reading for your chart.  A format for the chart will be distributed.

Due: Each assignment is due at the beginning of your seminar.

5. Facilitation & Dialogue Expectations 

Because active participation and the ability to engage in critical dialogue are crucial building blocks to becoming an informed and reflective teacher, you will have the opportunity to improve your listening and facilitation skills not only in seminar, workshops, and lectures, but by participating in weekly “integration seminars.” During the Fall quarter you will be expected to facilitate one integration seminar.  You will receive instructions about this assignment on Friday of Week 1.

6.  Integration Papers


Twice during the quarter you will write formal “integration” papers based on your readings, lectures, workshops, and other program experiences.  The purpose of these short papers (approximately 6 pages each) is for you to develop your ability to analyze and synthesize program materials into a coherent formal paper that integrates and makes connections with what you are learning.  You will receive guidelines for writing these papers during Weeks 3 & 8.

· Tues., Oct. 19, three (3) copies of a complete draft of integration paper #1 for a writer’s workshop

· Thurs., Oct. 21, final version of integration paper #1

· Thurs., Dec. 2, integration paper #2

7. Conference Paper


During Year 1 of this program you will complete a professional conference paper.  The topic of your paper must be related to your future work as a classroom teacher.  Topics must be approved in consultation with your faculty.  The paper will be scholarly, approximately 20 typed, double-spaced pages, and will follow a professional documentation style.  You will receive further information about the expectations and guidelines for this paper.

In Fall quarter you will begin the process of reviewing research on your topic and begin an integrated “literature review” of research on your topic.  In Winter quarter you will be given time to continue your research and write a complete draft of your paper.  Also, in Winter quarter you will be assigned a faculty reader of your conference paper.  In Spring quarter you will continue revising your paper.  The final version of your conference paper will be completed during Spring quarter.

During Winter quarter of Year 2 your cohort will create an on-campus conference during which you will present your papers.  Our goal is to collect your papers in a bound copy of what is known as “Conference Proceedings” so that each student will have a copy of all the papers produced.  Requirements for the actual conference presentations will be distributed during Winter quarter of Year 2.

· Tues., Nov. 9, Hard copy of your web page that includes your tentative conference paper topic and bibliography with links to professional journal articles on your topic.

· Friday, Dec. 10, Double-spaced typed work-in-progress “literature review” on your topic.

8.  Journal Article Analysis


In an all-day workshop on November 2 you will be introduced to research methods.  Prior to the beginning of that workshop, you will complete a worksheet (to be distributed) that analyzes a research study.

Due: Tuesday, November 2, 9:00 a.m., completed worksheet that analyzes a research-based journal article selected by your faculty

9.  Field Video Collaboration

Collaborating with the others in your field experience group of three, videotape interviews with each other in an empty classroom in the school at which you are observing.  Be sure to do the videotaping in the classroom, but do not videotape the students or teacher, just each other.   Individually each person will (a) describe the setting and (b) make a connection between something you have read this quarter and something you have observed in the setting, i.e.,  take a concept from one of our readings and explain how it is (or is not) supported by your direct observations.  Be aware that you will be editing your own interview down to 2 minutes maximum per person – but feel free to do as much videotaping as you want. Each person must use their own digital videotape for editing purpose; therefore, replace the videotape between filmings.

For your portfolio: a page that includes (1) your script notes (draft written responses to items a & b above) and (2) reflections on technical issues and group processes.

· Thurs., Oct. 28, video footage for editing workshop

· Friday, Dec. 10, video presentation to program along with your script notes and process reflections

IV. CREDIT POLICY

Award of Credit:


Students receive credit for fulfilling program requirements and meeting graduate level college standards.  Credit will be awarded at the end of Year One for full participation in all program activities and for satisfactory completion of all the work of the program.
