· Describe your experience, hopes and learning goals at the start of this program this term and this year. 

· Describe your performance in the program to date. (How was your attendance? Were you fully engaged? Did you complete the work assigned? Did your effort reflect your abilities?)

Material to draw from for your central paragraphs:

Here is a list of the major program activities.  Try numbering them in the order of their significance to you, and then address them in that order.   Characterize your learning in each and what you feel were especially significant experiences and insights for you.  What do you think about now that you wouldn’t have before? What can you do now that you couldn’t do before?
· Environmental Design Studio ( Studio set-up project, Place project, Natural Layers Project, Second Layers Project, Timepiece Project making your drawing board, working with tools, drawing media, design drawing, presentation drawing, background research, graphically conveying information, model building, working in teams…Capital Lake Envisioning Project, Smoking Shelters Phases I & II, Issues, Assumptions and Goals, Community Design issues…):

· Site Visits and Field Trips (Mission Creek Reserve and Bainbridge Island [Bloedel Reserve, Island Wood, Strawbale House, Cohousing Project], Mt. Rainier and Deschutes Watershed, Tacoma [campus & UWT LEED Bldgs.]):
· Applied Environmental Science (Flora, Fauna and Habitat Workshop-plant and animal ID’s, habitat ID, locating and mapping flora, wetland types and functions, Soils Workshop-hydric soils, basic soil types, soil functions, soil sampling techniques, soil ID’s, soils use assessment, Watershed Management Workshop, Energy Technologies Workshop…):
· Graphic Skills (drawing media {pens, pencils, markers, tracing paper, vellum, sketchbooks…}, gestural drawing, technical drawing tools and techniques, drawing landscapes, drawing objects, contour drawing, cues to volume and spatial depth, scale and proportion, orthographic drawing, figure/ground, axonometric drawing; photo-based perspectives, RHINO, Adobe Illustrator):
· Environmental Design History and Practice (from Studio, field trips, lectures, readings and your Sustainable Sources project research.  Pioneers and precedents, human needs and local resources/climate, designing human experiences, essential/ornamental, scale, dimensions {h, w, & l + hot/cold, bright dark, wet/dry, old/new, etc.}; part of/apart from nature…Design Research Project [poster & annotated bibliography], Woodshop Joining Project):  
· Seminar (How’s your ability to explore ideas in dialogue?  Did you make progress?  What insights came out of the discussions for you?

· Writing (Journal entries, note-taking, seminar papers, project briefs, critical responses… What kind of writing can you do now? Improvements? Changes in your thinking?)

· Thinking and Judgement (Critical thinking-insight into your own and other’s work, integrative thinking-making connections between ideas, investigations, methods, etc.)

Material for your final paragraph(s):

· How would you characterize your grasp of the skills and ideas presented?  Passing?  Fair? Very Good?  Excellent?  Detailed or general? 

· How have your understanding and ideas about sustainable design changed?   How about terms like 

       sustainability, ecology, wetland, community, watershed, place, wilderness, nature, or design?

· What “light bulb” have you had? (Discoveries, realizations, career ideas…)

· What progress did you make toward the goals you listed above?  What have you learned about yourself?

· What will your next steps be? (Next term? Long term? New hopes? New goals?…} 

Your Final Self Evaluation-Instructions:

1. Write your first draft, using your reflections outlined above. The question to keep in mind is this: How would you summarize your learning for someone unfamiliar with your efforts in the program?  Try using the simple Introduction/Body/ Conclusion format suggested in the Working Outline.  Edit this for gross errors, and spell check. Maximum length of your draft is two pages, double-spaced, with one-inch margins.  Use 11 Point Arial or Times New Roman font.  Print at least two copies.

2. At the Self Evaluation Workshop, get together with two other students and have them critique your draft. You, in turn, should review the drafts of two other students. Be fearless in offering constructive criticism. This is a very important step. Sign each draft that you review.
3. Using your peer’s comments, revise your own draft self evaluation.

4. Save the Word document on a disc and/or e-mail it to yourself.
5. Turn in your final double-spaced draft and two edited copies by the end of the self-evaluation workshop. Your seminar leader will review this draft.  If we think drafts needs more work, we’ll turn them back to you for another revision. 

Next steps:

6. Make final revisions and put your draft in single-spaced format.    Make four copies on the official form. (Two for your seminar leader, one for yourself and one for your transcript.)

7. Turn in two final copies, on the official form, to your Seminar Leader’s mailbox by 9AM on Friday, March 11, 2005.  
One more note: 

Consider the voice you use.  Does what you say about your work sound vague? Pompous? Self-serving?  Overwrought? Defensive? Obsequious? Apologetic?  Strive to write clear, well-crafted prose.  Note your accomplishments without over-inflation.  Tie generalities back to your own experience.  Be objective.  Consider quoting yourself or your own writing in regard to personal and heartfelt work.
