Itinerary for week 2 field trips:  

Following our Waste Stream


Consider the prized possessions that you made sure to bring with you to college.   Consider the stuff you bought, used and threw out over the course of your move to Olympia in the last weeks.  What kinds of materials, industries and labor are you relying on?  What’s the average life span of the objects you use in any given day? What are all the waste products involved in producing and using this stuff?  

Over the next few days we will have the opportunity to learn about how waste is gathered and distributed in this county.  We will follow our waste from the local transfer station to recycling, composting, landfill and chemical waste treatment facilities.   Our hope is that you will get a sense for (i) the amount and kinds of waste you and the members of the local community produces, (ii) the kind of infrastructure that your consumption relies on; and (iii) that you will continue to identify questions about the nature and impact of consumption.  

Week one

Things to do be in preparation for the trip
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Note:  Coordinating food, gear, travel, meeting times and clean up among many other logistics, requires a HUGE effort and will depend on all of our cooperation.  We will ask everyone  to pitch in with some part of these field trips be it in the form of:  organizing food, driving, cleaning up the gear when we return or any number of other work that ensures the success & comfort of the learning community’s trips.  If everyone does something we are sure to both have the possibility having a great time AND get the work done in a way that feels equitable.

· 12 Drivers need to obtain training from Van Pool office for driving vans.  (Check in with Sherry Parson’s at x6354 – if you have questions)  Meet with Sonja on Friday 10/1 after class. (organize 4 drivers for Tuesday & drivers for Thursday)

· Food committee needs to organize menu, gather money, calculate how much food to buy & coordinate food buying and storage for trip.  Meet with Sonja Wednesday 9/29 at 12:30pm.  (done)

· Everyone should go through the Things to Bring list and make sure that you have access to what you will need.  If you need to borrow a tent/sleeping bag ask a neighbor or go to the Equipment Check Out center in the Campus Recreation Center (CRC).  (Note:  if you borrow anything from the CRC you are responsible for returning it organized and clean, in person at the end of the field trip.)  
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  If you want to take showers bring quarters.  50cents for 3 minutes of water   Ranger Utz let me know that he’s figured out how many gallons of water your 50cents uses.  Have a guess….
