Spring Quarter Seminar/Capstone

We will focus this quarter on reflections and making connections between your work at Evergreen and both your future and the world around you. We will discuss common readings, share reflections, and write multiple drafts of a summative self-evaluation. The final paper will be a polished piece of reflective writing that may, if you are a graduating senior, be included in your transcript. If you are not graduating yet, the document you prepare will serve as an excellent start to your summative self-evaluation in the future.

Response to "Commencement" (due THUR 4-13)

Read “Commencement” by Terry Tempest Williams. This can be found at the website http://www.oriononline.org/pages/om/04-2om/TempestWilliams.html . Choose a passage that you find especially significant and one that disturbs you.  Write a paragraph on each passage explaining why this is the case.

Education Map (due THUR 4-20)

This assignment will have been started the week before during class. Finish up undergraduate education “map” designating what you know about (content) and what you know how to do (skills).  In addition to the map, be certain to bring an unofficial transcript and everything you can find from your undergraduate education to class today.

Best Work & Memorable Book (due THUR 4-27)

Part One: Be prepared to present for five minutes on your best work. 

Part Two: Choose one book that was a part of your undergraduate education (but not a text book) that has transformed you.  Write the books title, author, and a brief paragraph describing the nature and scope of the work and its importance to you.  If possible bring the book with you to class.

Draft One (due THUR 5-4)

This is your first attempt at your summative self-evaluation.  Bring 3 copies to class. 

Peer Review Draft One (due by THUR 5-11)

This is the last date to return peer review comments on draft one.

Draft Two (due THUR 5-18)

This should be a seriously revised version of your summative self-evaluation.  Bring 3 copies to class.

Peer Review Draft Two (due by THUR 5-25)
This is the last date to return peer review comments on draft two.

Final Draft (due THUR 6-1-06)


Submit your final draft of your summative self-evaluation.

Presentation of your Final Draft (due WED 6-7-06)


Bring a copy of your final draft to read aloud to the group.
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
