Select 3 out of the 5 questions, and write 1-2 pages on each question (12 point double-spaced with standard margins). Answer each question completely, taking into account all part of the question. Cite your sources (using “according to…” language rather than footnotes) from lectures, readings or films.  Be factual and specific (not vague or general) in your answers, and emphasize breadth (on many points) over depth (on one point).  The goal of the essay is not to offer your personal opinion in a thesis-driven paper, but to demonstrate with evidence that you have synthesized the lectures, readings, and films. Number each of your three essays with the numbers below so we know which questions you answer.

1. Compare the Native fishing rights struggles in Washington state and Wisconsin. For example, how were state governments complicit with attempts to limit or abrogate treaty rights? What were strategies of anti-treaty groups in each state? What were some key differences, as well as similarities?

2. Discuss the similarities and differences between the concept of “civil rights” and Native sovereignty / treaty rights, using specific case studies as examples. How have these concepts been used by anti-Indian groups? What implications do they have for the Chippewa (Ojibwe) and other tribes?

3. A non-Native citizen says “I don’t oppose treaty rights, but I feel that the tribes should use traditional means (used at the time of the treaty) to harvest their resources.” How is this related to anti-Indian ideology and power relationships that we have studied? How would a tribal harvester respond to this assertion?

4. Discuss similarities and differences between the anti-Indian movement and white supremacist groups, in terms of both their goals and rhetoric. What evidence exists that they are or are not cooperating? Use specific examples. 

5. Compare the anti-Indian and current anti-immigrant movements, and the common ideology or goals that they share. Compare the pro-Native rights and pro-immigrant rights movements, and the common ideology or goals that they share.  Discuss any possible differences between these movements.    

Remember, it is not a topic statement – they are short responses that will hopefully cover a great deal in a clear and concise way.
