C. ANALYSIS OF WEBSITES (30-45 minutes)

Do they talk about each other’s groups, refer to each other’s information, or list each other on their links pages?  Do you see any evidence of connections to other interests or movements--such as  Wise Use (anti-environmental), resource companies (oil, minerals, timber, etc.), private property rights, white supremacy, anti-federal government, Christian fundamentalism, or other movements? Use examples.

4. Offer an example of something you read that you see as objectionable (such as reinforcing anti-Indian racism  or a “double standard” that criticizes Native people but not white people?).  How would you respond to it? 

5. Give an example of a point you read that you see as positive or hopeful, or see as a possible basis for dialogue between the group and Native nations (or tribal members). 

6. Did anything surprise you on the websites (or did you read something you were curious about, or have further questions about)?
