Use the space to provide the kind of feedback you would like to receive.  Place your completed review sheet on top of the portfolio.  If two sheets already exist, review a different portfolio.

____   Yoga Journal.  Entries should be dated and the specific inquiries clearly identified.

____   Body Map. If the creator has limited access to the map itself, provide feedback regarding the creator’s statement about the somatic learning that has been expressed on/through the body map.

____  Individual Research Materials (e.g., *journal, *log, bibliographic references, articles, ideas, activities, quotations, conversations, contacts, musings). *= required!
