QUESTIONS PRESENTED
I. Whether the exclusion of women from the Virginia Military Institute (VMI) violated the constitutional guarantee of Equal Protection.

II. Whether the establishment of a proposed parallel all-female school (Virginia Women's Institute for Leadership, VWIL) would provide a constitutionally-sufficient remedy.

III. Whether a two-school system, consisting of the all-male VMI and the proposed all-female VWIL, would survive constitutional scrutiny.

IV.  Whether strict scrutiny should be used as the standard of review for invidious gender-based classifications that exclude or stigmatize.

V.  Whether Intermediate Scrutiny should be used as the standard of review for benign, non-invidious classifications that serve to assist, rather than burden, the members of one sex.
