Aristotle outline assignment

Now that you’ve worked through some of the more difficult passages in the Nichomachean Ethics with your partners, we want you to go home and wrestle with one more passage on your own.  

Length: 1-2 pages 

Due: In class, Wednesday October 19

Instructions:

- Choose one of the following passages: IX.10 (pp. 66-67) or IX.11 (pp. 67-68).  Look in the margin of the text for indications of where these sections begin and end.  

- Read the passage carefully twice.  Underline terms that seem important, and mark any statements that confuse you.

- Now, in your own words, outline the process of Aristotle’s argument in this section, point by point.  You do not have to number each of the points, but you should write them down in the order in which they appear in the text.  Note that some paragraphs may contain more than one idea or point.  

- Once you have finished the outline, consider what Aristotle has accomplished in this section.  At the beginning of your passage is a question.  Write down, in your own words, Aristotle’s answer to that question.  Make a list of any important concepts or themes from this passage that appear elsewhere in the text.  

- Finally, make a list of any questions you have about the way Aristotle’s logic works.  Do you agree or disagree with his conclusion in this section?
