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Ibn Sīnā: Heretical Doctrines 
1. The world is eternal.

2. God doesn’t know particular things. 

3. There is no free will.

4. There is no bodily resurrection.
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“Averroism”

Note: Not all were Ibn Rushd’s views!

1. The world is eternal.

2. God does not know particulars.

3. There is no free will.

4. Independent of body, potential and active intellect are unitary forms (therefore, individuals are not immortal).

5. Philosophy and theology are contradictory; all explanations of the world are to be naturalistic (not supernatural).
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
