Self Evaluation Guidelines:  Language & Law

You should write no more than one page about what you have learned this quarter.  To organize your narrative, you should explain 2-3 major ideas that furthered your learning.  You should explain them carefully, because your readers will not have the background you do.  You can mention a central text, assignment, or workshop as well.  Finally, consider your role in the learning process.  Did you meet your responsibility to meet program requirements?  Did you go beyond them? Explain your own learning about “how to learn.”  If you have been in the program for two quarters, you should try to integrate the learning you experienced.  In both language and law, for example, you have built upon understanding and learning from fall quarter.  How did that work help you in your work this quarter?

A draft of your self evaluation is due Thursday, March 16.  It should be typed and carefully proofed.  Your faculty sponsor will read it and suggest changes at your evaluation conference.  You should then print two copies of the final version on the appropriate form, which is available in the computer center.  You then need to hand carry it to Registration and Records.  If you run out of time, you can mail it.  If you fail to submit it to Registration and Records, they will place a hold on your account!

· As a culmination of your education, demonstrate depth, breadth and synthesis of learning and the ability to reflect on the personal and social significance of that learning
