INSTRUCTIONS FOR PEER EDITING SESSIONS

(CORRECTED. REVISIONS ARE UNDERLINED)

Four times this quarter, you will meet in Peer Editing Sessions with members of your seminar, your faculty seminar leader, and a peer tutor from the Writing Center.  For these sessions, each seminar group (José’s and Susan’s) will divide into four sub groups: Theta, Eth, Epsilon, and Schwa.  Eth and Theta in each seminar group will meet together from 1:00 to 2:45; Epsilon and Schwa in each seminar group will meet together from 3:00 to 4:45.  In Weeks 3 and 7, students in Eth will read their papers to students in Theta, and students in Epsilon will read their papers to students in Schwa.  In Weeks 5 and 9, students in Theta will read their papers to students in Eth, and students in Schwa will read their papers to students in Epsilon.

When you are in a group scheduled to submit writing for peer review, you will receive constructive criticism from peers and faculty to help you improve your essay.  We will listen to your paper and read along, then make constructive comments on how you can improve your argument, sentence structure, and word use.  When you are not scheduled to submit your essay to in-class peer review, you should have your essay reviewed by a peer, preferably a Peer Tutor in the Writing Center.  See information about Peer Tutors by clicking on the link by that name on the program home page. Based on the in-class or out-of-class editing suggestions from your peers, you will rewrite the essay.

When it is your turn to read, you should bring eight (8) copies of your paper in addition to your own copy.  We will expect you to present your paper in a persuasive, natural-sounding voice, one appropriate for the audience in the room.  After you have read, we will ask you to listen, without interrupting, while the rest of us consider the thesis of your essay, whether the thesis is plausible, whether your argument is well developed, and whether your reasoning and evidence convince us of your conclusion.  We will make constructive comments about these, as well as your sentence structure and word use.  Your task during the discussion is to listen carefully (rather than defend your paper) and to take notes on the critique and suggestions.   

You will revise your essay in light of the criticism you have heard and your own further reflection.  A copy of your revision will be due at the beginning of class (9:00 a.m.) on Thursday following the Peer Editing Session.  You should staple together your revised version (on top) and your original version.  Please place these in the pile designated by your faculty seminar leader.  After you have received your essays back from your faculty seminar leader, be sure to keep all originals and revisions in your program notebook.  

In your role as constructive critic in the Peer Editing Session, your goal is to help the author develop a clear conclusion and sound argument, one that respects the author's point of view.  If you find the essay unconvincing, be sure to say so and say why.  Be civil.  You might try such lead-ins as “I would suggest…,” “Another way of expressing that idea…,” “This sentence seems to repeat…”  Avoid talking about what you "liked" in the essay.  Instead, focus on identifying and considering the thesis of the paper, the conclusion of the argument, the answer to the central question.  Every author should come away with constructive advice about how to improve the essay and make it stronger.
