· A Reminder: I do not accept late work unless you have a personal or family emergency and have contacted me before missing class.  If you are going to miss class for other reasons (, assignments should be submitted in advance. Missing work means loss of credit.
· Due each week:  

1. Once we get our routines in place, each of you will respond to letters from 3 or 4 children in grades 1 - 4. Use Chapter 10 in Guiding Readers and Writers as a model for your responses to the children who are writing about books they read (younger children may not be writing about books.)  When writing to younger children (1st and 2nd grade), respond to the content of their letters and seek to extend their thinking. DO NOT CORRECT SPELLING OR GRAMMAR IN ANY OF THE LETTERS TO THE STUDENTS!  Your goal should be to spend about 10 minutes on each journal each week - a few minutes reading the child's entry and a few minutes responding.  The responses must be handed in each Tuesday at grade-band so I can get them back to the kids and pick up the next set of letters. More about this in class (.

2. ALWAYS bring your field journals to this workshop.  We won’t always use them but you need to have them available.  Some of your assignments will involve trying out literacy practices with students in your observation sites.  In addition to your routine observations, you’ll need to keep track of these grade-band assignments and your responses in your field journals.

· Administer The Burke Reading Inventory to 3 children or youth in your observation classroom and to 2 other children or youth who are a different age.  Video-tape at least two of the interviews you conduct.  After each interview, summarize in writing what you think you know about the reader’s beliefs about and approaches to reading. Then imagine that you are the teacher responsible for helping that child or youth improve her/his reading.  Based on the information in the Burke, prioritize and list 3 hypotheses about what you would do to support each student’s abilities to read effectively.  Bring to class written summaries of the responses you received from administering The Burke Reading Inventory, your hypotheses about possible next steps with these readers if they were your students, and a video-tape of at least two of the interviews.
