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How find/teach using multiple perspectives?  How use anti-bias teaching strategies?

· Resources for teaching with multiple perspectives?  Where get them? How determine legitimacy?

· How do we as teachers expose/teach our students about all the different perspectives concerning cultures, history and the world without being biased to our own perspective?

· How do we give justice to multiple perspectives when not given materials – and not have finding/developing curriculum consume daily life?

· If we are required to teach SS using  set curricula and perspectives (e.g. Florida), how do we creatively maladjust without getting in trouble?

· How do elementary teachers use a curriculum required by the district, but include multiple perspectives and antibias/ nonstereotypical material?
How to work with different kinds of narratives in the SS classroom?

· How to stand up against the history of U.S. and world being vied/taught as a central narrative/truth.  How to legitimize, prioritize, validate and empower personal narratives? 

· Where is the line between personal narrative and history?  If there is no line, what does that open up for the teaching of SS in the classroom?  Or, how could students use their own personal narratives to understand the narratives of others?

· What are specific ways to incorporate ideas of myth vs. truth (in our narrative vs those of other countries) in classrooms?

What’s the nature of a critical dialogue in the K-8 classroom? How bring it in?

· What is the reality of bring critical dialogue into classrooms?

· Who defines expert?  What makes American history factual and other histories myth or story? The history of A cannot just be about who was successful or really bad --  how much gets covered up or embellished?

· How can we best invite issues that are debatable/controversial into classrooms for younger kids (k-2)

· How  can student’s voices and choices become part of the decision making process that defines the parameters of social studies?
What is SS? What’s involved in teaching it well?

· Difference between history and social studies?

· How to integrate and organize the multiple concepts/disciplines within SS.  
· Diane Ravitch points out that text books are boring (which many can attest to) and that teachers, or most of them, are non-experts on the subject; that is, credentialed.  If we do not have core knowledge of the subject matter and the text books don’t connect to students lives, how do we then teach social studies?

· Does disciplinary understanding get washed out if subject and content matter is viewed as social studies?

· What is important to teach in depth, and how use factual information as a springboard to higher level thinking?  Also, how to use SS as a place to bring about shared understandings with others?

What is this state’s stance on teaching SS?  

· Want to know more about state standards and expectations.  IT seems like the SS frameworks were not being addressed in the CPdistrict or NT.  I know there are changes coming with the CBAs, but when will the SS frameworks be held to the same status as reading, writing, math and science?
