Week 3, Independent Project on Your Favorite Object

When you get together in your small groups this afternoon, discuss the following.

1. Classify the matter in your object. Discuss its phase (solid, liquid, etc.), and its nature (mixture, pure, element, compound etc.). What elements is it made of?

2. What symmetry elements can you identify and what symmetry operations can be performed on your object?

3. Do you observe any geometric shapes in your object?
