Re:  March to Miami Finances

We raised a total $18,895 for the March to Miami.  

I’ve enclosed (attached) a detailed list of contributors.  

In my report to you on October 27th, I had hoped to raise a total of $25,559.  I fell $6,664.00 short. The Veatch Discretionary Fund approach through the IATP did not work out and the Farm Aid request went unanswered.  

In order to cover the shortfall, I had to reduce and/or eliminate my hoped for stipends to our documentary filmmaker and our blue/green duo. They did not ask for stipends, but I was hoping to raise it nonetheless. I also had to reduce the maintenance fee for the bus from $3000 to $800, or two new tires.

I’ve enclosed an itemized list of expenses that I have covered with the $18,895.00.

Of course, as you know, the ASJE and the Blue/Green Machine’s seven week, 23 city, 5500 mile March to Miami cost a good deal more than $18,895.00. People put in a lot of uncompensated time and covered a good deal of their own expenses. 

Nevertheless, ASJE, its Director or Board members picked up a good deal of everyone’s travel costs and I think all the travelers were very pleased with the March to Miami and ASJE’s role in organizing it.

One of my next tasks is to analyze the strategic value of ASJE’s March to Miami and I look forward to our de-brief on December 3rd.
