Trace Evidence Collection Lab---The Bucket Dig
This lab is a scavenger hunt.  You and your partner will be provided with a bucket of dirt that was collected from a crime scene earlier this morning.  Your goal is to find as much of the trace evidence that is contained in the bucket as possible.  You will be evaluated on how many of the pieces of trace evidence that you find, so dig carefully!  
You may use any of the materials that are available to you in the lab, including microscopes.  If applicable, you should try to reassemble broken or torn items, and examine objects under the microscopes for unique marks or miniature labels.
Be sure to document your work by describing your search techniques.  Also, sketch and describe any potential evidence you find in your lab notebook.  

Next week in lab you will turn in a completed lab notebook copy for this lab, as well as a separate sheet of paper containing a list of all of the evidence you found in the bucket.
