Criminal Justice in Action homework assignments
Our text includes a variety of excellent resources to help you learn about the criminal justice system.  We would like you to take advantage of these resources.  Here’s how:

· As you read each text chapter, reflect on your answers to the questions in the “Questions for Critical Analysis” segments at the end of the chapters and in the featured boxes (“Criminal Justice in Action,” “CJ in Focus,” “International CJ,” etc.) located throughout the chapters.  You might also use these questions to form the foundation of a seminar paper, seminar discussion, or guest speaker reflection item.
· Make sure you can answer the chapter summary points that are framed as questions at the end of the chapters.

· Read all of the boxes and special sections in the text.  Take the time to listen to the “Stories from the Street” features and to learn more about careers in the criminal justice system on the text’s website.

· Explore the wealth of materials available at the text’s companion website.  The text we’re using is the newest edition (the 4th).  The website for our edition is not as complete as is the website for the 3rd edition.  We recommend that you explore the websites for BOTH the 3rd and 4th editions of Criminal Justice in Action: The Core.  (See below for instructions on how to get to both websites.)
· After completing each chapter, test your knowledge of the material using the “Tutorial Quiz” link at the companion website for the 3rd edition of this text.  Once you have taken each quiz, you can check your answers and get feedback on what you need to review.  The page numbers and section headings in the 3rd and 4th editions are slightly different, but most of the information is the same between editions. 

These quizzes constitute the HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS for the criminology portion of our program.  To manage your workload, please complete each quiz as you read each chapter.  When you have completed your quiz, check your answers and then print out a copy of the checked quiz to submit.  Do not e-mail your quiz to your faculty—print a copy and submit it in class.

· Click “end quiz and view summary”

· Print this “summary of results” page to turn in.  You may need to copy and paste this quiz into Word, or you may be able to print it directly from your Web browser.  

· Note that you can start over whenever you want to.  We will not be recording your score for these quizzes.  Our goal is not to have you score 100%; rather, we want to give you a structured opportunity to review the material.
