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Additional Findings from the Medical Examiner: A short name or description of your scene
Stomach Contents:


What was found in the decedent’s stomach? How digested was it? What information could be learned from this?

Toxicology:

What were the test results for any of the tissues tested: blood, vitreous, urine, etc.  Alcohol, prescribed and self administered drugs, poisons, and whatever else may be relevant to your case.  What information could be learned from this?

Trace Evidence:

This section can include a large variety of things, depending on your specific case. Examples would include materials found under the fingernails, chemicals or soils found on clothing (things that the investigative team will not be able to test in the lab themselves), fingerprints on the body, fingerprints and hair samples from the victim, glass found in a wound, bullets, etc.

Time of Death:


What is the time of death estimate and how was it determined?

Opinion:

Here you would include any other information that the ME would be able to figure out. For example can the ME comment about the possible weapon used, if there was an assault? Does the ME see defensive wounds? Is there anything else of interest about the decedents medical history that may be important to solving the case? Etc.

Identification: �This should include victim name, sex, age


�External Examination:�This should include (1) age, sex, racial ancestry, physique, height, and weight. (2) congenital malformations, if any. (3) a brief description of the clothing. (4) degree and distribution of rigor and livor mortis; hair length and color, eye color with yes/no for contacts; presence, absence and appearance of teeth; scars and tattoos; external evidence of disease.


�Evidence of Injury:�Describe the injuries sustained by the victim.  Old injuries can be described here as well but be clear that the injury is old.





Internal Examination:�Describe and explain any unusual organ observations. For example “Liver is enlarged and contains scar tissue indicative of repetitive alcohol use.”�


Cause and Mechanism of Death: �Fill in with the cause of death and mechanism of death for your decedent.
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
