Description:  This program will provide an introduction to the criminal justice system, including law enforcement, the courts, and the correctional system.  We will study these topics through a lecture series, field trips, and weekly readings.  Our special focus will be on ethical issues in criminal justice, and students will conduct research on and debate controversial topics in this area.  

Students enrolled in the 16 credit option will also participate in a group project in which they will use their forensics and criminal behavior background from fall and winter quarters to create a crime scene, investigate a crime scene, analyze evidence, and present a case to a jury audience.
