Keep your description one page in length. (Please remember that we want your work typed.)



Location One:  park, wooded area, autumn time, wet and cold


Location Two:  shipping docks, low tide, birds around, broken glass, salt water, January

Location Three: well lit area, body found inside a  Volvo station wagon, in the parking lot of a grocery store, broken driver’s window, July
