Good and Evil

1. All participants will arrive promptly and prepared for class work. Turn off all cell phones and other noise-making electronic devices prior to class. (If you rely on such a device for medical reasons or as a reasonable accommodation, please inform the faculty.)

2. All participants will participate fully and respectfully in class discussions. Respectful participation involves allowing others to express their views fully, expressing one's own views concisely enough to allow others the opportunity to respond, responding to other's views by commenting on the view expressed rather than on the person who expressed it, honestly exploring the underlying reasons for differences of opinion, being aware of differences in participants' backgrounds and experiences and how these might affect all of our attitudes to the views expressed.

3. All written work, except for in-class writing, is to be typed, double-spaced, stapled, and proofread prior to submission.

4. Papers are to represent each student’s own best efforts at articulating, presenting, supporting the student’s own ideas. Ideas or expressions drawn from other sources must be properly credited; to represent the work of another as your own constitutes plagiarism and will result in loss of credit. 

5. Assignments are due on time. No late work will be accepted, unless necessitated by emergency and arrangements have been made with the faculty.

6. All students are to maintain a program portfolio, consisting of all in-class writings, and other in-class work, notes on workshops, copies of all papers with faculty comments, and other items as assigned. Other material, such as class notes, may be included but need not be. 

7. Failure to turn in or to meet the minimum standards for one or more assignments may result in reduced credit.  If an assignment does not meet the minimum standards for the assignment, faculty will return it with a clear indication to this effect, along with suggestions for remedy. 

8. No incompletes will be given in this program.

9. All students are required to write formal self-evaluations to be included in their transcript. 

10. If absent, the student is responsible for obtaining assignments from classmates or the faculty and for making up missed work. Due to the nature of the “jigsaw classroom,” students will be unusually interdependent in their work. Thus, it is essential that students keep each other informed about absences and missed work. 

11. Missing the equivalent of two or more class meetings (partial absences are factored in, and Saturday meetings count as two) may result in reduced credit. Students are expected to notify the faculty in advance of any absence whenever possible; when not possible, students should contact the faculty as soon as possible afterward.

12. In case of inclement weather, students should consult the Evergreen website (www.evergreen.edu) or call the campus operator (360-867-6000) to check whether the campus is open. The decision to close campus for Evening and Weekend Studies classes is independent of the decision for daytime classes. This decision is made by 3 p.m. Faculty will notify students via email and program website by 4 p.m. if they decide to cancel class independently of the campus-wide decision.

Any conflicts that arise are to be addressed immediately and with the person involved (student or faculty), so as to uphold the integrity of the learning community. Full compliance with all College policies, including the Evergreen Social Contract and the Student Code of Conduct is expected. Gross violations will be referred to the campus grievance officer.
