General Chemistry with Laboratory
Expectations:

· Be punctual to all program activities. 

· Read the text prior to attending lectures. 

· Bring the textbook to class for lectures and workshops. 

· Be an active learner.  Ask questions. Work with other students. Participate in discussions. 

· Read the text and lecture notes after the lecture.

· Do the weekly homework and submit on time.

Homework:

· Homework will be assigned from the textbook each Wednesday. Look for the assignment on the chemistry web page.

· Start your homework the same day it is assigned. Bring any questions to your “study group”, chemistry tutor, or the faculty. 

· Homework is due one week after it is assigned (the following Wednesday). It will be collected in class. 

· Late work will not be accepted.

· Put a cover page on your homework with your name and the assignment number (week 1, week 2 etc.).

· Staple worksheets together. Do not use pins, clips, thread etc. 

· Homework will be graded and returned to you in a timely manner so you can use it to help your learning. 

Lab work:

· Do the pre-lab assignment before coming to lab. This will help you prepare for the lab

· Work with a lab partner when required to do so. Collect your data together, but do your own analysis and recording. 

· Bring lab write-up, lab notebook, pen (no pencils in lab), apron, and goggles to each lab.

· Wear proper lab attire (long pants or long skirt, covered shoes). If not, you will be asked to leave the lab.

· Complete your lab work and submit your lab notebook by 8.30 a.m. on the Monday following your lab. Notebooks are due in the box outside Lab I, 2006 (Dharshi Bopegedera’s office). Late lab notebooks will not be graded.

Exams:

There will be 2 mid-term exams and one final exam during each quarter. All are closed book exams. 

· Mid-terms exams will be during weeks 3 and 6 (Wednesday)

· Final exam (comprehensive) will be during week 9

· In order to receive credits, you must demonstrate through these exams that you have comprehended the material covered in class. 

· At the end of the spring quarter, we will take the comprehensive general chemistry exam published by the American Chemical Society. This is a multiple choice standardized test. 

Chemistry Portfolio:

You are expected to keep all your chemistry work in a portfolio. Faculty may call for this portfolio at any time during the quarter. Therefore be sure that your portfolio is up to date. Divide it into sections (lecture notes, workshops, homework, extra work, etc.) using dividers for easy reading. At the end of the quarter, your portfolio will be collected. Evaluations will be based on what is in your portfolio.
