Introduction to Natural Science (2006-07)
This is an introductory science program intended to provide the background students need to pursue further studies in the natural and environmental sciences. We will integrate the disciplines of chemistry, biology, physics and pre-calculus mathematics wherever possible and relate concepts learned in the classroom to everyday life. 

Class size is limited to 80 students. Those who pay their fees, come to class, and do the required work will get priority.

· Scientific calculator (one that performs exponential, logarithmic, and trigonometric functions). You do not need a graphing calculator for this program, but you may use one if you prefer. Programmable calculators are not allowed in exams. 

· Safety glasses and lab aprons are required in labs. They can be purchased on campus from the Evergreen Chemistry Club or the bookstore.

Form a study group and meet at least once a week with your group.

Credit Distribution: All credits are lower division science credits. 
Fall quarter credits (16 qh total):

· 5.5 general chemistry with laboratory 

· 5.5 general biology with laboratory

· 5 pre-calculus with laboratory

All students will participate in the Annual Evergreen Science Carnival at the end of the academic year. We will help you prepare your presentations for this event. 
Students are required to read, sign and submit the covenant to the program faculty before you will be admitted officially to this program.
