INSTRUCTIONS FOR PRESENTATIONS

Be sure to review the “Presentation Peer Evaluation” sheet that is posted to learn more about how your presentations will be evaluated. Faculty will also evaluate your presentation.

A. Logistics

1. Each group will give a 10 minute presentation to the entire class. You will be given a 30 second warning before your time is up and then we will stop your presentation at 10 minutes. Be sure to practice so that you do not exceed 10 minutes!

2. There will be a 5 minute question and answer session after your presentation. Be sure to restate the question before answering it, and call on a variety of people in the audience.

3. Each member of the group must present a section of the presentation.

B. Materials

You may use an overhead projector, PowerPoint, a chalkboard, or other materials for your presentation. However, you must make arrangements with the technical staff (faculty) prior to your presentation. We must know what equipment you need by the THURSDAY prior to your presentation. Please provide your PowerPoint presentation on a CD or a memory stick.

C. Content and Advice

1. Present a clear overview of the project including background and significance. The audience should leave knowing why your work is important.

A. Use pictures to illustrate what you want to convey. No one likes to read a bunch of words. However, the audience will read along if you read to them. If it is possible to use a picture to make your point, then do so.


B. Lead the audience to your hypotheses with a clear and concise story.

2. Clearly state the hypothesis or hypotheses that will be tested.

3. Provide a clear overview of how you will approach testing your hypotheses. State your predictions of what kinds of outcomes you expect. Do not overload your audience with details; remember that you only have 10 minutes.

4. Give a one minute summary to re-tell them what you told them. The audience needs a recap of your presentation because not everyone will get your story the first time.

5. Rule of thumb: on average, it takes 2 minutes to present each slide. Do not use more than four or five slides or overheads because you may find it difficult to get through your presentation.
