6. Under what conditions can religious texts such as the Bible be read in a public school classroom? 

7. Is it legal for you as a teacher to eliminate the pledge to the flag in your classroom? Why or why not? What about whether or not to display the American flag? 

8. Compare and contrast due process rights in our society in general and in the public schools. 

9. Are locker searches legal? If so, under what circumstances? 

10. Under what circumstances can a teacher or administrator search a student’s backpack or purse? 

11. Which WAC addresses teachers' responsibilities to maintain order in their classrooms? What are possible consequences for NOT maintaining order and discipline? 

12. Which WAC addresses the scope of teachers' school days? What does it say?
