	TITLE: “I Can Measure”   

	CONTENT  AREAS/ Key Concepts (What areas of mathematics does this lesson cover?): Measurement

	GRADE  LEVEL:  1st

	MATERIALS   NEEDED: “I Can Measure” activity books, crayons, pencils,

“Measuring Inches” assessment/activity sheet, rulers, pencils

 various picture books on measurement (from library)

	KEY   CONCEPTS/Goals:  Students will demonstrate understanding of using a ruler to measure inches.  Students will be able to ‘brainstorm’ items that can be measured and state a standard or non-standard tool for measuring that item.

	Learning Goals/Objectives: (What do you expect students to learn and be able to do from this lesson?) 

Students will take turns stating something that can be measured and state a possible tool for measuring that item.

Students will draw pictures in their activity books of the items they want to measure and the tool they would use to measure the item.

Students will use a ruler to measure the items on the worksheets (work independently or raise their hand if they need help).

Students (when finished with prior activities) will use time to look through “measurement picture books” to broaden their schema of items to measure and tools that can be used to measure.



	PROCEDURES:  (Label each step in the process:  Activating Prior Knowledge, Disequilibration, Elaboration, Crystallization) 

· Introduction/Pre-assessment (Do some activity to see what your students know.)

I’m going to recall the activities we have done the previous days and ask students to raise their hand and volunteer things that we can measure and tools for measuring them.  Try to call on every student to determine if each student has retained accurate information.

Then explain the first activity. 
Activity (Imagine that you were writing this for a substitute to teach. Be detailed and specific.)

 Students sit quietly while I introduce the “Measuring Inches” activity/assessment worksheet.  I model how they will use their ruler to measure the lines and then where to write their answer.  Then tell students that they will work quietly and independently on the worksheet and to raise their hand if they need help.  I do not do the problem for them if they raise their hand, but rather ask them what they do first, where they look for the measurement, and then where they write their answer.

When/if students finish early, direct them to the reading corner to look quietly through the library “measurement picture books”

	Accommodation Plan: 
1. Language:  If there are English language learners (ELL) we will arrange a plan to provide tutors that understand the lesson in order to translate for them.
2. Gender:  I will try to equally call on students of both genders; use examples that contribute to both genders; be sensitive to overly dominating boys and passive girls if that occurs.
3. Class:  Class issues have to do with code switching, time and place for homework, relevance.  I don’t know for sure what to do with this lesson



	POST-ASSESSMENT   ( How does your post assessment evaluate progress toward learning goals and EALRs and GLEs)

The “Measuring Inched” worksheet was an assessment to evaluate students’ ability to use a ruler to measure accurately (GLE 1.2.4).

“I Can Measure” activity books allowed assessment of students’ ability to choose an item to measure and determine an appropriate tool for measurement of the item ( GLE 1.2.1).

These activities allowed me to assess if students have met are have emerging skills in the EALR and GLE components.

     

	TEACHER REFLECTION (What went well, what you would do differently?)

What went well:
· Most students were successful with their “Measuring Inches” worksheet and completed it very quickly (demonstrated GLE goal)
· For the “I Can Measure” books, students were creative in thinking and drawing items that could be measured.  They demonstrated understanding of “concept of measurement”.

What didn’t go well:
· I hadn’t anticipated that students would finish the assessment worksheet so quickly (and one student need more time than the others to finish).  I had picture books on measurement for them to look at (when finished with worksheet) but I put them in the reading circle and many of students choose to look at other books.  Next time, I would put the books I wanted them to engage with, in a different area so they would only have the option of those books.

· For the “My Measurement Book”, I had intended on calling on students to volunteer an item that could be measured and tool for measuring it, writing a simple sentence on the board about that (e.g. “I can measure a book”) and having them copy it into their own books.  The intention was to integrate reading and writing but the result was that it was difficult for them to copy the whole sentence off the board and it caused them to loose focus of the lesson goals (measurement).  When I realized this would be a problem (as my cooperating teacher had earlier stated it might – but I needed to try it), I adjusted the plan and instructed students to think of their own items and simply draw them in their books.  I was able to go around the table and ask student their ideas (informal assessment).

· I felt there was too much “back and forth” with the time block and the activities and sequence could be structured to be more efficient for the students.

  Overall:  I learned that these students have language and processing deficits to more of a degree I had originally understood.  With a group as this, I should not try to integrate other subjects because it deters from the goal/concept I’m trying to teach.

I do like the hands on activities and would use them again – just with more repetition than adding little bits of other subject matters.

I do believe (through assessment) that students demonstrated understanding of the goals and concepts and I would use several of the activities in this three-day unit at another time – just structured differently.  Valuable experience.  
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
