Monet’s Spring Garden’s
Objectives: 
To make garden scenes.

Materials: 
big sheets of white paper, water color or tempura paint, paint brushes,

construction paper (many colors), tissue paper (many colors), glue, scotch tape, pencils, markers

Lesson:
Introduce kids to Monet’s work and different types of gardens



demonstrate how to do watercolor backgrounds to create their gardens



demonstrate an already completed 3-D flower


tell them that they will start with watercolor backgrounds 



as those dry, they will be able to get materials and begin the 3-D flowers

When they are finished with those flowers they will glue or tape flowers onto backgrounds

Extra: 

If there is extra time, they can make other 3-D things for their gardens:




bugs, garden items, the sun, trees, etc.
