Specific Objectives:

To analyze and categorize data and represent it in data chart and in a bar graph
understand the features of a bar graph: axis, title, scale

Standards Addressed:

Component 1.4:  Understand and apply concepts and procedures from probability and statistics.
1.4.3 Understand the organization of a graph.
1.4.5 Understand how a display provides information about a question.
Materials needed: 
buttons, data chart, bar graph template
Classroom set-up:

kids will work at their own desks, so that there is variation/originality in graphs

Procedures:

Intro/Pre-assessment

*begin by going over the features of a graph, ask students to remind me what these are:



vertical axis, horizontal axis, data table, scale


*tell them that we are going to be making our own data table and bar graph

*pour a cup of buttons out under the document reader



ask students to help come up with categories of types of buttons




write these categories on the board


*after coming up with several categories, demonstrate the data table



come up with a title, then fill in the first column with category types



looking at my buttons, add tally marks to the 2nd column



in third column, write the actual number for the tally marks


*show graph, fill in title and categories at the bottom, name y-axis “number of buttons”


ask students about scale, what values should we use?,



fill in graph for one or two categories

Activity


*each kid will have a cup of buttons


*they will start with their data sheet and select categories from the board that fit the


  button group they have, it is their choice what categories they use


*once they’ve selected their categories, the will fill out their data sheet

*using their data sheet they will then work on their vertical bar graph



they will select scale, label axis, and fill in chart accordingly

Closure


*will bring students back together and ask about their graphs


*have several students come up and share their graphs (choose names randomly)
Assessment

  Formative – will move throughout the classroom observing and interacting with each student

  Summative – give the kids another graph assignment with stricter (uniform) guidelines
