 100s sheet, Big orange ball, tape to mark floor, paper and pencil to pay game, colored chalk, cards with even and odd numbers

	KEY   CONCEPTS:    
 Students learn to skip count by twos
Understand how to tell if a number is even or odd

	Learning Goals: (What do you expect students to learn and be able to do from this lesson.) 
Students will be able to identify whether or not a number is even or odd

Understand the concept of skip counting and why it is important
 

	PROCEDURES:  (Label each step in the process:  Activating Prior Knowledge, Disequilibration, Elaboration, Crystallization) 

· Introduction/Preassessment (Do some activitiy to see what your students know.) 

     Can anyone tell me what even means?  Odd?  Mark numbers 0-10 on floor with tape.  Call on students to come skip numbers.  Go over rules for identifying even and odd numbers.  
     
     

· Activity (Imagine that you were writing this for a substitute to teach. Be detailed and specific.) 

     Have students come to the front of the room to practice skip counting with the big orange ball.  Next have them play a game in groups, where they race to write even numbers 0-100 the fastest.  Then pass out index cards with random numbers (even and odd) and have students identify whether they are even or odd based on the rules we have gone over.  Then have them draw a picture with an even or odd number of critters and explain to the class why it is even or odd.
