	CONTENT AREAS: Measurement, the metric system, and music 


	GRADE LEVEL: 1st/2nd grade 


	MATERIALS NEEDED: song lyrics and some way to display them, game board, metric rulers, game cards


	KEY CONCEPTS: centimeters are a way to measure small things and that units of measure should be the same so that we know exactly how big different things are.



	EALR'S and GLE'S (Make the connections clear and specific)

I’m not sure of the EALRs and GLEs.  There aren’t any GLEs until the 5th grade for measurement.  This is too young for 5th grade.





     

	Learning Goals: Be able to measure a line segment using centimeters.  Cooperation during game play. 


	


Introduction/Preassessment: Check to see if students remember how to measure using the inches side of the ruler.  Ask them different ways to measure things and talk about inaccuracies with nonstandard forms of measurement. 


Activity: Sing the centimeter measurement song to create a fun environment and to get kids thinking about measuring with centimeters.  


       Closure: Play the centimeter caterpillar game.   
	POST-ASSESSMENT Walk around the room while playing the game and check and see if the kids are using the rulers correctly and starting at the 0 on the ruler.  Also noting game play etiquette.
