	TITLE: Valentine’s Day Heart Counting


	CONTENT AREAS: Mathematics, Graphing, Counting, Sorting and Predicting 


	GRADE LEVEL: Kindergarten/1st grade 


	MATERIALS NEEDED: boxes of candy hearts or another type of manipulative that has a random amount inside, a graph, markers, sticky notes on the white board or some other way of making two class graphs, worksheet.


	KEY CONCEPTS: Predicting the amount of something, creating a graph, sorting and counting 



	EALR'S and GLE'S (Make the connections clear and specific)

4.1.1 Understand how to follow a simple plan for collecting numerical, measurement and/or geometric information.  Students will do this by creating data from the boxes of candy hearts by following the directions and guidance of the teacher.

4.2.2 Understand how to represent numerical, measurement, and/or geometric information in graphs or other appropriate forms.  Students will do this by creating a bar graph.





     

	Learning Goals: Be able to create a bar graph with data, sort and count items based on given characteristics and making a hypothesis.


	


Introduction/Preassessment: Ask the kids if they can think of a ways to figure our how many of each color heart are in each box.  How do you show that to some one?  Talk about guessing, or making a prediction, about how many hearts are in a box of candy hearts.  Talk about graphing and where we use graphing at in everyday life. 


Activity: Create a class graph with sticky notes on the board of predictions about which color there will be more of.  Create an individual graph of the different colors of each heart in the box of candy on worksheet.  Create a class graph of the color that had the most hearts.  


       Closure: Talk about the differences in the predictions and the actual data.  Talk about hypotheses and perhaps carry it into the scientific process. 

	POST-ASSESSMENT: Look at their individual graphs to make sure that they have a sense of how graphs work.  Re-teach to the kids that are lacking proficiency.  Write in math journals.
