We will assume that by our first week of the quarter every student is well-acquainted with the skills required to succeed in a college-level program and the resources at Evergreen that will help each student build and hone these skills. Toward this end, we strongly encourage first-year students to participate in Evergreen’s nationally recognized orientation week. Assignments:
Seminar: Students will complete seminar readings and should take notes or underline important passages from the readings. Each week students will post a paragraph in response to the seminar reading. They should attend all seminars and be active, informed participants in these seminars. Students will also be expected to complete readings in preparation for many of the lecture / workshop sessions.
Essays: Students will write four essays on the seminar readings that will be shared with a small group of students. 

Botany: Students will learn some basic plant identification that they will demonstrate through botanical illustrations and an exam.
Art: Students will learn and practice basic drawing, calligraphy, and scientific illustration techniques during fall quarter through in-class workshops and homework. They will submit a portfolio of their work at the end of the quarter. Students will learn book-making techniques and complete an individual book-making project during winter quarter.

Exam: Students will demonstrate their knowledge of course material in a final exam.
Fall Quarter Art Supplies:

Students should plan to purchase these materials by Friday of the first week. We will have examples of these supplies on the first day of class; all are available in the Evergreen bookstore.
· Spiral-bound sketchbook at least 8.5 x 11 inches (Cachet makes some excellent hardcover sketchbooks that would work well) OR 3-ring binder with blank paper (some of which should be sketchbook quality) 
· Micron waterproof ink pens (black ink, size .01 and .005) 

· Pencils:  HB (#2 regular pencil), 4H (hard), and a 4B (soft) 
· Pencil sharpener

· Mechanical pencil with HB lead (.5 mm)

· Eraser 

Students should plan to purchase these materials by Friday of the fourth week. We will have examples of these supplies on the first day of class; all are available in the Evergreen bookstore.
· Set of watercolor pencils (We recommend the Staedtler karat aquarelle 12 pack.)
· Bamboo brush for watercolor pencils

· Set of calligraphy pens (We recommend the Sheaffer Classic Calligraphy mini-set, which comes with three nibs and four ink cartridges.)
