Project #2 Discourse Analysis
Analyzing Talk Among Friends
Choose one of the two clips suggested below.  Each of the videos has two clips. In each case, the second one is better in terms of richness of analysis.  Chose 30-45 seconds to transcribe.  This should be a section of the clip that has at least one major topic.  The clips are small in size but the audio is generally clear.

Transcribe the section using the transcription conventions attached to the Assignments Page of the program website.  Work on this so that you produce a detailed and clear transcription.  This means you will have to listen to the clip many times.  Don’t forget to number every line (not every turn), and choose initials for each speaker, indicating their identity (e.g. woman to the left).  Place your transcription first in your report.  
As you are transcribing, you will no doubt notice many features of discourse that we have been studying.  Note these features, then review chapters 1-4 of your text to identify these features using the terminology you are learning. The Figures on pages 61 and 106-7 should be useful.  Your goal is to analyze what the speakers are doing by applying these concepts.  It may appear that they are merely chatting.  However, your job is to explain what is really going on.
The form of your report should be 
I. Transcription of two male/female friends (choose one)
II. Analysis
