FOVA    Mid-Quarter Check List

In order to be in good standing with respect to credit at mid-quarter, you should have completed and submitted the following assignments no later than Thursday this week.    Returned work should be kept in your portfolio until the end of the quarter.

Theme Work:

  Week 2  - New version of a work from fall, re-thinking your approach to space

    Week 3 – 10 sq. ft. of work on your theme ( combination of finished and sketches)

    Week 4 -  New work at critique

    Week 5  - New work at critique

Skill Development Work:

1. Week 1 - Sketches showing your basic understanding of  1 and 2 point perspective (10-20 min.)  

2. Week 2 - Skill homework on Perspective – Drawing of an architectural space constructed using a perspective grid, with two figures from previous life drawing sessions placed in the space in correct scale.  (1-2 hours)

3. Week 3 - Skill homework: Painting studies - Acrylic value study of an object, and a color matching study of the same object. (2-3 hours)

4. Week 4 -Skill homework: Painting study, week 4 – Acrylic study of a transparent object OR a small self portrait matching skin hues and values.  (2-3 hours)

5. Week 5 – Exam practicum: Your choice of  A) a study imitating the style of one of the artists you learned about so far this quarter, or B) a collage spoofing/parodying one of the images studied this quarter.   In both cases, attach a short (1/2 page) explanation of what you did.

Written Assignments:  
         1.   Week 4 – One page summary discussion of the Focus The Nation event you attended in light of our readings in Conversations Before the End of Time.
       2.    Time logs for weeks 1-4   - Logs of your time outside of class to help you see how much time you are spending and how you are organizing your work time.   Your goal:  minimum of 22 hours each week outside of class (including studio work, reading, art related shopping),  which would make a minimum of 40 hours/week on the program.

3. Sketchbook/Notebook – technical notes on demos, reflective writing and notes on themework, anatomy studies and/or sketches on theme work

4. Reading notes or  well-underlined and margin-noted texts

5. Two possible questions for the mid-quarter exam
