Exploring Medical Ethics

The medical ethics associated with testing humans are complicated.   Seminar assignments from week one and two, specifically address issues of human subject testing.  To continue this exploration you will design and implement an experiment involving human subjects, and you will prepare and submit a proposal to the Human Subjects Review Board.

Guidelines for your experiment…

· You must receive approval from the Human Subjects Review Board.

· You must be able to complete the experiment  with  the material and facilities here at The Evergreen State College.

· You must be able to finish data collection within a four hour time limit.

Due dates and explanations…

· Individual Experiment Ideas (Week one): Prepare a typed document with a brief description of one or two of your experiment ideas.

· Group Experiment (Week two):  By the end of workshop time during week two your team needs to submit the experiment write-up for your proposed experiment.  Most likely you will have someone bring a laptop to the workshop so that the draft can be finalized and submitted.

· Human Subjects Review-Individual Answers (Week three): Bring these to the beginning of workshop on week three.  Your team will have decided on individual tasks to prepare the human subjects review proposal. 

· Group Human Subject Review Proposal (week 4): Bring two completed copies of the group’s Human Subject Review Proposal.  The proposals will be submitted at noon to the Human Subjects Review Committee Coordinator at the College. 
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
