Studio Project I: “Light and Sight/ past and present”

Create a diptych (two part) image.  One part should be a scientific diagram showing how light enters the eye, with the parts of the eye correctly labled.  (You can refer to various diagrams in our text or to other references), but create your own diagram.  The second part of the diptych should be an image depicting or interpreting one of the ancient or historical views of light as described in chapters 1-3 of  Catching the Light.  The image may be done in any medium and size you choose.  Minimum size 11” x14” (no maximum size).  It should be a “finished” artwork, that is, done to best of your ability.  Be inventive and have a good time with this project.  

The two parts of the diptych can physically related to each other in any way you choose.  You might present them simply side by side, or one as an overlay over the other, or in some other way.    Try to make the way in which you present the two halves of the diptych add to your overall idea.
