POSITIVE IMPACT ON STUDENT LEARNING

WAC 181-78A-010(8)

"A positive impact on student learning means that a teacher through instruction and assessment has been able to document students' increased knowledge and/or demonstration of a skill or skills related to the state goals and/or essential academic learning requirements."
Descriptions of Practice (DOP)

State "what" the students can do if they are positively impacted by teacher performance. Teachers must use these descriptions of practice to demonstrate they have had a positive impact on student learning.  Some, but not all of those descriptions, are:
Students use a variety of assessment tools, and know how those tools measure their performance of the learning targets.

Students regularly use their work to examine and reflect on their achievement of learning targets.  Students set individual goals and outline the steps required to reach those goals.

Students can articulate the required learning targets.

Students know what is needed to move to the next level of performance.

Students can articulate how the new learning builds on their prior knowledge and individual needs.  Students understand the importance of their learning and why it is useful to them.

Students reflect on their thinking strategies, communicate what strategies worked well and what strategies did not, and adjust as necessary.
