MOODLE DIRECTIONS

GOALS:
· Teacher Candidates will use an on-line discussion forum to demonstrate an understanding of learning theory from the readings each week.

· Teacher Candidates will respond to, critique, and provide a peer review.

· Teacher Candidates will use on-line conventions of respectful communications.

· Teacher Candidates will demonstrate an engagement with learning community through an on-line modality.

POSTING PROCESS:

Each week you will write a 1-page critique (350-500 words) to the readings and post your writing to your small group.  You will also respond to the posting of at least one other member of your small group. 

You are required to critique (analyze, interpret and evaluate) the assigned readings. Your critique should be a synthesis of the reading and should include your own reactions. In your postings on fellow student’s work, you should speak to their explanations of the text. Your 1 page critique should be posted by Sunday 11:59 pm, the end of day of the week each assignment is due and your response (150-175 words) to a fellow member of your small group should be posted by Monday 6pm each week

NOTE:  Both YOUR POST and RESPONSE need to be done BEFORE Seminar on Tuesdays!
