 1  One-Hundreds chart card for each individual student, 25 dried beans or chips for each student, 1 set of printed numbers one to one hundred in individual pieces of paper (Bingo pieces)

 Recognition of numbers

	Learning Goals: SWBT identify the numeric representations of numbers on a one-hundred chart card

	PROCEDURES:  
Introduction/Preassessment How many of you all have played a game called bingo?    Can someone explain it to your classmates how to play it? How does the round end what do you say when you have filled the sequence?
     
· Activity
     Distribute the 100 chart cards, one to each student. Distribute 25-30 dried beans or squares of papers to each student these are to act as markers for their cards. In a container place the numbers 1 to 100 written on individual pieces of paper or poker chips (These are the call numbers) The object is to get 10 numbers in a row (up, down, on the diagonal)  First person to cover the 10 squares gets to call the next round.  Consider the variations on calling by 10, or 5 or other sequencing to provide variety. Have the students suggest a variation they would call.
     

· Closure 

     That was good, can anyone tell me any cool patterns they saw? What about this, can anyone take a quick look at the card in front of you, do you see numbers that you recognize, like a favorite number or a number in your phone number or address?
