	Learning Goals: (What do you expect students to learn and be able to do from this lesson.) 
 Students will be able to figure out the best deal on each ingredient by using division (total ounces/total price= price per ounce).  They will also be able to subtract from their starting budget each ingredient needed to make their pizza ($15.00 - $3.99= 11.01).  This will help students learn how to make wise choices with their money and to maximize their shopping.

	PROCEDURES:  (Label each step in the process:  Activating Prior Knowledge, Disequilibration, Elaboration, Crystallization) 

· Introduction/Preassessment (Do some activity to see what your students know.)

     How often do you help your mom/dad go grocery shopping?  How do you know which brand to buy when there are multiple choices?  What would you do if you had a set amount of money?  How could you figure out what the best deal was?
     
     

· Activity (Imagine that you were writing this for a substitute to teach. Be detailed and specific. Include specific questions you will ask students and some of the answers you would expect from them. Include some other "teacher talk." )

· Students will be grouped into pairs and given the task of having to buy the ingredients necessary to make their own pizza.  

· They will have a $15 budget.  

· Each pair will get an ingredient shopping list.  

· Each pizza must contain the following items: crust, sauce, cheese, at least two other toppings.
· As they purchase these items they need to show their work as to how they are choosing that ingredient and also keep a running tally of their budget.  

· Once complete students will draw a picture of their pizza and create an ingredient list bibliography at the bottom.
 
· Closure 

· Groups will turn in ingredient list with price per ounce calculations (work shown).

· Groups will turn in a completed budget worksheet (work shown).

· Groups will post pizza art with ingredient choices.

· Each student will complete a self-assessment rubric.
