Title: Monkeys like bananas

Content Area: Number Sense, beginning addition and subtraction

Grade:  Kindergarten

Materials:  Monkey poster with Velcro in the belly of the monkey (drawn by me on poster board, taped to chalk board or dry erase board), drawn groupings of bananas and single bananas with Velcro on the back, ditto with pictures of bananas in four different spaces (used for assessment), preassessment ditto, apples with velcro

Key Concepts: Addition

Learning Goals: Given an activity that involves combining objects and adding SWBAT have an introductory understanding of adding single digit numbers.

Procedures:

Preassessment/Activating Prior Knowledge:  Today we are going to have some fun with numbers and counting.  I am going to hand out a ditto that I want you to fill out to see if you remember some of the things we were learning yesterday. (ditto has pictures of sets of apples, students need to write out either more, less or same under each set of three.  On the other side I want you to write the answer to these questions… If I have three apples (put them up with Velcro) and I eat one, how many apples do I have left?
Activity:  Well class, who likes bananas?  Ok., well monkeys like bananas too.  And monkeys eat a lot of bananas.  Here I have a monkey and here I have a bunch of different bananas.  (Hold up bananas)  These bananas are in different number combinations.  How many bananas are in this bunch?  How many are in this bunch? (Hold up different bunches of bananas and hear what students have to say)

Ok. Great.  Now I am going to put bunches of bananas in the monkey’s belly and you are going to raise your hand and tell me how many bananas are in her belly, ok?  (Put two bunches of bananas in her belly and call on a few students, write down answers on the board and then take a vote, ask each of the students who gave the answers to explain how they got their answer)  Continue putting bananas in the belly several times, vary complexity.  For example, start with one then move onto two, three, five etc.  Begin to use more combinations of bunches rather than single bananas.  Then leave some in the belly and take out some.  Ask how many are left in the belly.

Now, I’m going to hand out a paper where you will circle  (work by yourself) the number of bananas that I put in the monkey’s belly.  (Put combinations of bananas in the monkey’s belly and wait, 3-5 seconds to give students a chance to circle the bananas)

Now, that you have circled the bananas you will notice there is a blank line at the end of the banana line.  You will write the number of bananas you circled at the end of the line.  

Assessment:  I will collect the dittos at the end of the activity and look over who circled what, who wrote what numbers.  In this way I will be able to assess students ability to visually track amounts of things and if they could add the bananas together.
