Math chapter 16 lesson plan

	TITLE:    Share half with me. 

	CONTENT  AREAS (What areas of mathematics does this lesson cover?):    Fractions

	GRADE  LEVEL:    K-1st 

	KEY   CONCEPTS:    one half of a whole

	ROOM ARRANGEMENT:
Students are sitting as a whole group for shared reading and then they are working at their desks for the activity. 

	MATERIALS   NEEDED:  
Book: Wood, A., and Wood, D. (1990). The little mouse, the red ripe strawberry, and the big hungry bear. New York: Child’s Play (International) Ltd.

Fresh strawberries, plastic knife, small plates, one per student.

Strawberry template, scissors, glue. 

	EALRs and GLEs (Make the connections clear and specific) 
 5.3.1 Understand how mathematics is used in everyday life.
           Ex: dividing halves

	Learning Goals: (What do you expect students to learn and be able to do from this lesson.) 
Given a shared reading of The little mouse, the red ripe strawberry, and the big hungry bear, followed by a class discussion and a partner activity, students will cut strawberries in halves and trade halves with a partner in order to demonstrate their application of dividing one whole into two halves. 

	PROCEDURES:  (Label each step in the process:  Activating Prior Knowledge, Disequilibration, Elaboration, Crystallization) 

· Introduction/Preassessment (Do some activity to see what your students know. Tie it to EALRs, GLEs)
Read book: 5 minutes                                                                                                                                                             We have read The little mouse, the red ripe strawberry, and the big hungry bear in class before and today we’re going to re-read it for math. So what we’re going to do is I am going to pass around a bowl of strawberries 
and there is enough for everybody to take one. Each person will have one whole strawberry. Julie is going to pass out plates, and Sam is going to pass out plastic knives to everybody and we’re all going to eat our strawberries but not until the part in the story when the mouse eats its strawberry. So, before I read our book, when do we eat our strawberry? (student response: when the mouse eats its strawberry). Read book. When the story gets to the page when the mouse cuts its strawberry in two instruct students to cut their strawberry in half. On the, next page when the mouse shares its strawberry, students may then eat their strawberry. Activating Prior Knowledge, 5 minutes
Discussion: Elaboration, 5 minutes                                                                                                                                          In the story, who does the little mouse share its strawberry with? (student response: narrator, bear). And how many strawberries does the mouse have? (student response: one). So how does the little mouse divide the strawberry so that they each get some? How many pieces does the mouse cut the strawberry in? (student response: two, cuts it in half). Are both the pieces the same size? (student response: yes). So both pieces are the same size, what can we call this? (student response: half). Right, so the mouse has one whole strawberry and then cuts it in half to get two equal portions/shares. What are some things you cut in half at home? (students respond: sandwich, apple, etc…)
Activity directions: 4 minutes                                                                                                                                              We’re going to practice sharing strawberries in half with each other. Everybody is going to have a sheet of five whole strawberries, what do I mean by a whole strawberry? (student response: one piece/entire, not cut in pieces). Right, so what we’re going to do is everybody is going to have a sheet with five whole strawberries and first you are going to cut all five of them out. When all five are cut out you are going to cut each one in half. Who will come up here and demonstrate cutting one strawberry in half? (student volunteers) When all your strawberries are cut in half you are going to trade half of each one with your neighbor at your table so that you have one half of theirs and they have one half yours. So when you put the strawberry together, half of it will be one color and the other half will be another color. Glue these on to your paper and you will have a strawberry plant (demonstrate as you give directions). Any questions before we go to our seats? (This will serve as the formative assessment.)

· Closure: 1 minute                                                                                                                                                                     As you finish your strawberry plant come and post it on the wall here so we have a classroom strawberry patch. Tomorrow we will continue with dividing things in equal shares.

Formative Assessment will be derived from the activity.  Student strawberry plant serves as evidence. 


	Evidence/Task for Positive Impact on Student Learning:

· The evidence could be a comparison between the students’ pre-assessments and summative assessments. You should make that comparison as the teacher, but also need to begin to ask students to reflect on what and how they learned (those meta-cognitive questions
) by teaching self-evaluation tools and routines.
