Lesson Title: Fair Trade Math
Grade Level: 1st
Related Standards: 
Math 1.1.5 Understand the meaning of subtraction.
Objective:

After being given a set budget to buy supplies, buying supplies, creating an art piece, and then selling their piece at either a fair trade gallery or a sub-standard gallery SWBAT understand the importance of paying fair trade prices to workers through a simple math problem and group discussion.
Materials:

Price tags
Budget sheets

Money

Procedures:








Intro- You have already purchased your art supplies and created your art piece.  Now you’re going to sell them at a gallery.  First off you need to take your budget sheet and find out how much it cost you to make your art piece.  Once you have that total, create a price tag for your art piece and stick it to your piece.  
Exampling- Now this half of the classroom will be selling their pieces in a fair trade art gallery.  What this means is that the people who come to buy your art will pay you full price.  This half of the class will be selling their pieces in a sub-standard art gallery.  This means that people will pay you whatever price they want for your art.  For example:  Ashley your art piece cost you $8 to make, if you sell it at the fair trade gallery someone will pay you $8, however, if you sell it as the sub-standard gallery someone may only pay you $1.  If this were to happen you would lose $7 (write on board 8-1=7), because it cost you $8 to make and you only received $1 to sell it.  It is important that everyone buys at least one art piece and sells at least one art piece.  When they sell their piece they will need to subtract the selling price from their asking price.  Does anyone have any questions?
Experimenting- Students will display their work and move around the room to buy and sell their art.  As students begin buying a selling their art, circle around asking students to talk about how it feels to be paid full price and how it feels to be paid less than what it cost to make.  Keep a record of their responses to write on the board.

Debriefing- Write the responses students gave up on the board.  Talk about their feelings.  Introduce that this kind of thing happens all over the world every day.  Ask for suggestions and talk about why it is important to pay fair trade prices (full price) for the things we buy.
