Lesson Plan Title: Groups of Ten (activity 12.2)

Key Concept(s) in this lesson: Developing Base Ten

Lesson Goals: Student will be able to count more efficiently by using grouping.
Specific Objectives: Given a mini lesson on counting in groups (2s, 5s, 10s), students will apply the skill while working in pairs with a series of manipulative.

Preassessments: 

Students will demonstrate counting groups of manipulatives, and answer the question, is there another way to count that? 
Formative Assessments: During the activity students will record on a form, the groupings they counted.
Summative Assessment: In a math conference, students will demonstrate counting by 2s, 5s, and 10s.
Section 3: HOW WILL YOU HELP YOUR STUDENTS MEET THE LEARNING TARGETS?


During the mini lesson, we will review how we practice counting by 2s, 5s, and 10s during calendar, and then demonstrate with the overhead or docu-cam how we can count by groups using manipulatives. 
Room Arrangement: Students will have the option to work at their seat, back tables or on the carpet. 
Materials Needed: a dozen bags or more of manipulatives of different amounts (one bag should have ten one hundreds) 
Accommodations For Special Needs: (e. g. ELL, 504, ADA) The one hundreds chart will be referred to, students will be encouraged to use it and reminded of it’s 5s and 10s column, and all counting will be out loud. Students will have choice in where they can work and they will be paired thoughtfully.

	Introductory Activity : Disequilibration
Another teacher walks into the room and interrupts saying, “I have this bag of 100 beans I need to plant, but I need someone to take care of it for me, could you watch it for me?” I would say, “Sure.” And set the beans on the edge of the overhead, but as soon as that teacher leaves the room I will accidentally knock the bag on the floor and say “oh dear, I need to make sure that all one hundred beans get back in the bag before the other teacher gets back. How can I count them quickly?”


	
	Who can help me? Choose two volunteers

Look at the clock and say, “I think we need to find a faster way.” Activating Prior Knowledge
Look at the clock and ask the class is there a faster way and accidentally drop all the counted beans. Get two more volunteers.

Ask students if they think they can switch to 5 at a time. “Is this the fastest way to count?” Switch to ten at a time. point to the appropriate columns in the hundreds chart. Elaboration
When the beans are counted put them somewhere safe.


	2 students help you count one by one

Ask the students to bring you 2 beans at a time

Have students bring 5 beans at a time and count by fives as you put them away.

Have students bring ten at a time and count the groups of ten.

	Time: 5min
	(Instructions) Say: Students will work in pairs. Each student will have a form to fill out that looks like this (form on overhead). You will write in the number in this box, then you will count how many groups of ten and write that number here. Write the number left over (less than ten) in this box and each pair will get a bag of things to count. I know how many are in each bag, so make sure you are serious when you count, make sure not to spill or lose any.  When you are finished you can come get another bag. Crystallization
	 Students will get with their pairs and the passers will pass out the bags. Students can spread out around the room where they have room to spread things out. 


	Time: 18 min

	(Activity) Students will get started counting, circulate the room and remind students to groups objects so they can be counted quickly
	

	2 minute clean up return to seats 

Debrief Time: 5 min
	Closure Plan (consider including reinforcement of learning, affirmations, glimpse at tomorrow-bridge)

	
	Whole group debrief: Let’s see if we all got the same number, How many toothpicks were in this bag? 
Let’s practice a new way to say that, How many tens were in the bag? Look at the form.

How many singles? Let try saying it like this (example 42, 4 tens 2 singles)

The other teacher returns and says, I am here to get my beans, are they all there? 


	Students offer an answer.
Students repeat saying 4 tens 2 singles

This will be interesting if beans were lost in the spilling and if the students admit that I spilled them.
