Lesson Plan Title:

Key Concept(s) in this lesson: Making Change.
Grade Level: 4
Section 1: WHAT YOU WANT STUDENTS TO KNOW, BE ABLE TO DO, OR FEEL/UNDERSTAND
1.1.1 Standards addressed (EALRs, GLEs) Objective: Understand the concepts and symbolic representations of decimals in money.
Lesson Goals: Student will be able to make change for various fair trade products bought in a store and keep an accurate ledger of their expenditures and account balance.

Specific Objectives:

Given an interactive lesson, in which students will buy fair trade products at the store, students will then add to find the difference between the cost of an item and the amount paid to the merchant using manipulates ( U.S. Currency) to help calculate their answers, students will be able to keep an accurate account ledger reflecting their expenditures and account balance to demonstrate their understanding of the concept and symbolic representations of decimals in money.

Primary Learning Targets (Circle Appropriate Targets) Students will create an account ledger. 
Section 2: HOW WILL YOU KNOW THAT THE LEARNING TARGETS WERE MET?
Preassessments: On the board write some product prices on the board, students will determine how much change they will get if they pay with a $5.00, $10.00 or $20.00.

Formative Assessments:Teacher will walk around the room making a qualitative observation of student response for different purchases.

Summative Assessment: Students will create an account ledger that accurately reflects 20 different purchases made at a fair trade store.

Section 3: HOW WILL YOU HELP YOUR STUDENTS MEET THE LEARNING TARGETS?

Scripted guiding questions that you will ask your students.  You may want to include some possible answers you might get.  You certainly want to be prepared to respond to a variety of answers. 

What’s your change?

Room Arrangement: Students work in groups in a store like environment, where different fair trade products are displayed.

Materials Needed: Recycled wrappers of fair trade products.

Accommodations For Special Needs: (e. g. ELL, 504, ADA) Students will use currency to help them add to find the amount of change they will get from the vendor and record the correct amount and remaining balance they have in their account.

	Introductory Activity : At first you can use numbers  ending in .5, .25, .50, .75, which are easier to calculate change for. The task is to get students used to looking at combinations that work together and then looking for these combinations in computational situations.


	
	Suppose  that the chocolate bar costs $1.83 and you pay with a $5.00. How did you think about it? How did you find the answer? One way, of finding the other part of 1.83 was subtract from 1.00,  another way would be to add to find the difference, which represents the change the merchant gives the customer. Teacher gives several other examples.


	· Two students work together, one is the customer, the other student is the merchant. Students need to make twenty different purchases and start with a cash reserve of $50.00. The students must record each purchse and come up with a correct account balance in their ledger. Students can decide whether to purchase fair trade products or comparable non-fairtrade products based on their values and their wants and needs to inform their choices.

· Different types of fair trade chocolate bars and non-fair trade chocolate  bars are available for purchase, the cost of each item is marked on the product.

· The customer buys a chocolate bar, coffee fruit etc. using their $50.00 cash reserve. First the student pays for the bar and receives the appropriate change due, depending on what they used to pay their bill.

· Both students work mentally to determine what goes with the cost of the bar that equals the amount tendered for the bar. They write their solutions on paper using decimal points to represent the amount received after purchasing the chocolate bar. Students check by making change that adds up to the amount tendered for the purchase. Students may use different thought processes to come up with the same answer. Then students must balance their account.

· Extension:

· The customer has five dollars to spend on candy. She determines how many fair trade chocolate bars she can purchase for the five dollars and how many non-fair trade chocolate bars she can purchase for the same amount. She then does a cost comparison between different chocolate bars. She then reflects if the different costs would effect her purchasing habits and why/
